Carter Jones, retired Fire Chief of Clarendon County Fire Department gave the keynote address at the graduation ceremony. 

The eight-week in-depth class is offered through the Spartanburg Emergency Services Academy.  The school meets the requirements of the NFPA 1001 Firefighter II level. The training included the DOT Medical First Responder course and the following S.C. Fire Academy courses: Fundamentals of Basic Interior Structural Firefighting, Hazardous Materials Operations, Flammable Liquids and Gas Firefighting,
Firefighter I, Basic Auto Extrication, Firefighter II, and Rescuing the Rescuer. 

In all the firefighters completed 311 training hours in the 8 week period which was very challenging and required team work, extensive hands-on training with live fires, practical skills evaluations, and written exams.
Poole is a resident of Taylors and joined the Lake Cunningham Fire Department as a volunteer in October 2008.  He attended Blue Ridge High School he plans on pursuing a career as a firefighter.
